• The floor lamp is intended for indoor use only.
• If the external flexible cable or cord of this floor lamp is damaged, it shall
be exclusively replaced by the manufacturer or his service agent or a
similar qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.
• To prevent damage to the mains cord, do not let it pass over sharp
corners, edges or hot surfaces.
• This floor lamp should only be used on a flat and stable surface.

• Insert the recommend bulbs by carefully screwing into the lampholders
• Insert the supply cord plug into a suitable mains outlet and use the in-

line cord switch to operate (each lamp can be switched separately).
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
